DRIVING DIRECTIONS 

 

Beltway 8  

Take Beltway 8 to 288 S., Exit 288 S at the Alvin/ HWY 6 exit. Go left under the 

overpass. Continue on HWY 6 S until you reach Alvin. At the Gordon St./ Busi-

ness 35 intersection take a left. At the first light turn right on to FM 528. Go 

through 2 lights, at the 3rd light turn right this is Victory Lane. VC is the first 

driveway on the right.  

 

1-45 

Take 1-45 South to the NASA RD 1/ FM 528 exit. Go right on the feeder road. 

Continue on FM 528 for approximately 8 miles. Turn left on to Victory Lane 

(Ron Carter Auto Dealerships) will be on right. VC is the first driveway on the 

right. Please note, Victory Lane is the last intersection  

on FM 528 before you reach Bypass 35.  

 
* Victory Camp is not responsible for items lost, stolen, damaged, or destroyed 

during your stay. Please encourage your campers to keep their money with them at all 

times. It should not be left in the dorms unattended.

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Registration Forms  
1. You will receive an official Victory Camp Registration form with your rental agree-

ment. This is the form that must be used to register your campers for Victory Camp.  

 

2. Each person attending camp (campers, leaders, pastors, speakers, children, bands, 

etc.) must complete the Victory Camp registration form. 

 

3. As your campers turn their registration form in to you, check to see that they have 

been completely filled out and signed. All campers under 18 years of age MUST 

have a  parent or legal guardian signature on the form. 

 

4. Registration forms should be sent to the Victory Camp office at least one week 

prior to  your arrival. Please send the original form, not a copy. The forms will be 

stored in the nurseôs station for medical information during your camp and will remain 

at camp as part of our permanent records.  

  

5. Campers who have incomplete forms will not be allowed to check-in or participate 

in any activities until their paperwork is complete. It is very embarrassing for campers 

to have to sit out while they wait for their parents to come sign their form, be sure this 

is taken care of before arriving at camp.

Tornado Definitions: 

Tornado watch: conditions are favorable for tornado formation 

Tornado warning: tornadoes have been sighted or indicated on radar 

 

 

 

Tornado Watch 

1. Use radio and television stations to closely monitor situation 

2. Keep an eye on the sky 

 

Tornado Warning 

1. Notify camp leaders that a tornado has been sighted nearby or indicated on radar.  

2. Sound the general emergency signal (if campers are outside on the campgrounds, 

otherwise notify by general announcement at the camperôs location), if imminent 

danger.  

3. Take cover 

4. Do not try to out drive a tornado 

 

Hurricane 

Hurricane Threat 

A hurricane threat should be declared when a hurricane or tropical storm presents a 

potential threat to the camp. This decision will occur when a hurricane or tropical 

storm watch is issued for our area.  

 

When a hurricane threat is declared, the following actions should be taken: 

 1. VC administration will inform camp leaders of the stormôs status and of the actions 

and precautions to be taken. 

2. VC administration will give evacuation instructions to camp leaders. 
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1. Victory Camp uses wristbands to identify registered campers and adults. Everyone will 
receive a wristband when they check in. This is an important security measure, please remind 
your campers that they must wear their band at all times during their stay.  
 
2. Anyone without a wristband will not be allowed to participate in any of the camp activities 
or meals. 
 
3. In the event that a camper loses their wristband, a new band can be purchased in the camp 
office for $1.00 
 
4. Children under 8 years of age will have an alternate color wristband to notify our staff that 
they are unable to participate in the go-kart activities.  
 
5. Any visitors or guests wishing to participate in the camp activities will be required to com-
plete a registration form and get a wristband. The charge for persons obtaining a one day 
wristband is $40.00. These charges will be added to your final invoice. Please contact the

1. After check-in, a short orientation will be conducted by a member of the Victory Camp 
staff.  
 
2. An orientation should occur as soon as possible after your arrival, please plan your sched-
ule with this in mind.  
 
3. The orientation will cover rules and policies all campers and leaders need to be aware of.  
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You will be charged the full per person price listed on your contract for anyone attending 

your camp. This includes pastors, guest speakers, band members, etc. ñPart-timeò camp-

ers, campers leaving early or arriving late will still be charged at the full per person price.  

 

Children under 5 years of age may attend camp free of charge, but must still complete a 

registration form and receive a wristband.  

 

ANYONE desiring to participate in the camp activities must complete a registration form 

and receive a wristband. Persons receiving a wristband will be charged $40.00 for the 

day. Please refer to the ñvisitorsò section in this handbook for complete visitor policies.  

 

DEPOSITS 

1. A deposit must accompany your contract to reserve your dates. The specific deposit 

amount will be indicated on your contract. The deposit amount will be subtracted 

from your final invoice amount. All deposits are non-refundable.  

2. For peak season events a second deposit is required. The amount required and due 

date will be listed on your rental agreement.  

 
 

BALANCE  

1. Organization check or cash/ money order are preferred method of payment. If it is 

necessary to use a credit card to make a payment, please contact   Shana Anderson 

in our business office.   

 

2. You should bring a check for the amount of your minimum payment  

     (see your contract) when you arrive at camp. Any group arriving at camp    

      without minimum payment, will be required to provide a credit card(s)   

      with sufficient available funds to cover your amount due.  

 

3. You will receive an invoice before your departure for any account balance. These 

charges may include: campers in addition to your minimum count, lodge room  

rental, meal tickets, visitors fees, or damage charges. All invoices are due 30 days 

from the date of issue.  

4.    After 30 days, any unpaid balances will be charged a 5% late fee.  

 

5. The group who has contracted with Victory Camp is financially responsible for all 

payments (campers, damages, lodge rooms, meal tickets, etc.) If you chose to   

include other churches in your event, you are solely responsible for invoicing 

those groups.  

 

 

Your signature on your rental agreement is your financial commitment to fulfill 

your obligated minimum payment.  

 

 

 

Questions regarding your invoice should be directed to Shana Anderson in our business 

office.   

 

 

 

HURRICANE/ SEVERE STORM 

Generally, an evacuation should be called for when the storm winds of 55 mph or 

greater are within 150 miles of the camp.  

 

Victory Camp is a designated Red Cross emergency shelter. Should the campers 

need to stay on campus, our facility is equipped and prepared to provide the appro-

priate shelter in an  

emergency situation.  

 

 

FIRE 

1. Campers are to be evacuated from the burning facilities according to the posted 

wall map located by the doors in each facility.  

2. The camp nurse is to be notified immediately. 

3. The local fire department is contacted by the VC administration at the time of 

the emergency. 

 

 

 

Including: strong wind, and lightning, tornado and/ or hurricane: 

 

1. Weather conditions will be monitored from a weather radio in the office. This 

radio will sound an alarm any time a weather alert is issued by the National 

Weather Service. Television and KTRH 740 AM may also be used.  

 

2. At the sound of the emergency signal (air horn), all campers and leaders 

assemble at the dorms for instructions. Counselors will insure all campers are 

accounted for. This procedure will differ if the campers are already assembled in 

another building.  

 

3. In the event of a severe storm with high winds and possible tornadoes, stay away  

from windows and take shelter in dorm bathrooms or, if in another building, an 

interior hallway or room until all is clear. VC staff will keep you informed of 

emergency status.  

 

4. If evacuation is necessary, parents will be notified as to the location where 

campers will be released to their care. Victory Camp staff can be used to control 

traffic. 
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ACCIDENTS 

1. Evaluate the situation - check the scene and the victim. 

 

2. Call for assistance; state the nature of the emergency and request notification of 

emergency response groups, if necessary.  

 

 3. Never move an injured person until the extent of injuries can be determined.  

 

4. If your are qualified, begin CPR and /or First Aid and calm the injured person until 

help arrives or the injured person is stabilized.  

 

EMERGENCY REPONSE 

1. In the event of an emergency (medical or otherwise), contact the nurse (if medical) 

and operations manager immediately. If it is a general emergency (situation requiring 

immediate alerting of the entire camp), it will be signaled by the sounding of an air horn 

to assemble at the dorms or other building (see emergency response procedures). 

Counselors or adults should check to see that all the campers are accounted for.  

 

2. When necessary, law enforcement, fire and emergency medical personnel should be 

contacted. This will be handled by the Victory Camp administration.  

  

3. The camp physician will be contacted by the camp administration for further 

assessment of medical situation, if necessary.  

 

4. Parents/ guardians of campers involved should be notified by your group leader or 

health personnel on duty.  

 

5. If dealing with the media is necessary, it will be handled by the Victory Camp 

administration This person will be responsible for not only speaking with the media, but 

also accompanying the media while at the campsite (controlling access to facilities and 

people, permitting interviews, etc.). 
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To guarantee your priority for your current season dates, please contact our office   

within 30 days of your departure to rebook for next season.  

 

Groups with an outstanding balance must wait until their account is current to rebook/ 

book new events for the next season.  
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1. Meal Times are 1 hour long.  Breakfast is served from 8:00 ï 9:00 a.m., lunch 

from 12:00 ï 1:00 p.m. , and dinner from 6:00 ï 7:00 p.m. 

 

2. The cafeteria will be occupied 1 hour after each meal time for clean up. Please do not 

schedule any activities or meetings in the cafeteria  

during this period.  

 
 

 
General 
 

1. Victory Camp buildings can open daily at 8:00 a.m. The cafeteria/ chapel building 

opens at 7:30 a.m. for early morning coffee drinkers. Activities may open any time after 

9:00 a.m.  

 

2. All activities and buildings (including the chapel) close no later than 12 midnight. 

Please keep this in mind if you are having your staff arrive early to set up or decorate.  

 

3. There is no smoking allowed in any of Victory Campôs buildings. If necessary, your 

guests may smoke outdoors and out of the general vicinity of campers and staff. Posses-

sion or consumption of alcoholic beverages and illegal drugs are  

forbidden.  

 

4. Victory Camp is located inside the city limits and cannot honor any requests for bon-

fires or fireworks.  

 

5. No pets or other animals should be brought on campus or into any of the VC buildings.  
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1.  The train has a maximum capacity of 70 riders.  

 

2. All passengers must remain seated at all times. Campers may not ñjumpò on and 

off the train as they please.  

 

3. Campers may board the train on the cafeteria porch, and will return to the porch 

for unloading.  

 

4. The train will run during free times. Ride times will be posted in the cafeteria 

porch boarding area.   

 

5. The train can not operate when it is raining.  

 

6.  Please remind your campers to honor the railroad crossing signs. They should 

always look both ways before walking through a crossing area.  

 

7. Absolutely NO items may be placed on the track during train operation.  

 

8. No one should walk on the railroad track at any time.  

 

 

Paddle Boats 

1. Paddleboats are available only during daylight hours.  

 

2. The paddleboats can not operate in heavy rain or when lightning has been sighted in the 

area.  

 

 

Paddleboat Rules: 

1. ALL riders must wear a life jacket. 

2. A maximum of three people can ride in each boat. No one is allowed in the back seat.  

3. No horseplay or running in the dock area. 

4. Keep your hands and feet in the boat at all times.  

5. No getting off or on the paddle boats until it has been secured to the dock.  

6. No standing in the paddle boats. 

7. No rocking, ramming, or intentional tipping of the boat is allowed.  
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Volleyball 

1. There are two sand volleyball courts. These may be open during any 

activity time.  

 

 

Soccer  

1. The soccer field is equipped with two portable goals.  

2. The field is lighted and can be used for day and evening activities.  

3. The soccer field may  be used for dry sports only. No games involving water or food 

may be set up on the soccer field.  

  

 

Recreation 

1. Wet or messy games may be played in the recreation area. This is   

located to the right and rear of Victory dorm. There is a water hose  

connection at Victory dorm that can be utilized.  

 

Sports equipment available: volleyballs, basketballs, soccer balls, and   Frisbees. Please 

feel free to bring other sports equipment that your group requires.  

      

 
 

 

 
1. The gymnasium may be 

used for any sports that would  

normally be played in a school gym. 

(Basketball, Volleyball, dodgeball, 

Frisbee war, etc.) 

 

2. All participants must be 

wearing non-marking court shoes.  

 

3. Skateboards, chairs, bikes, skates, 

etc. are not allowed in the gym.  

 

4. No messy or food games may be 

played in the gym.  

 

5. There should be adult supervision of any activities being held in the gym.  
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1. The chapel will be open from  

7:30 a.m.ðmidnight.  

 

2. The chapel is adjacent to our office area, so please be 

considerate with the volume of the music played during 

office hours. Also, please limit the music to during service time and organized band re-

hearsals.  

 

3. Movies may be shown in the chapel as an  

indoor activity. Please use discretion in  the  

movies you will be showing, we ask that no rated R 

movies be shown.  

 

4. Outdoor games may not be played in the chapel 

(volleyball, soccer, baseball, Frisbee, etc.). 

 

5. No food or drinks are allowed in the chapel.  

3. Campers will serve themselves buffet style. They may get what they want, but we ask that 

they eat what they get.  

 

4. Campers will take their used dishes and trash to the dish table located to the left of the 

restroom area. Extra food and trash should be thrown away and dishes placed in the 

appropriate bins.  

 

5. Please encourage your campers to be courteous by throwing away their trash and not 

leaving their tables a mess.  

 

6. There will be no food fights in the cafeteria. 

 

7. Special food request (vegetarians, allergies, etc.) must be made 3 weeks in advance.  

 

8. Outdoor games may not be played in the cafeteria (volleyball,    soccer, baseball, Frisbee, 

etc.). 

 

9. Music may be played in the cafeteria at a moderate volume. There is also a microphone 

available for announcements.            
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1. All rental groups are required to bring your own health care worker. Your 

healthcare worker must be CPR and first-aid certified, however we recommend that 

they have nurseôs or EMT qualifications if possible.  

 

2. Your health care worker will have full access to the VC clinic and supplies. 

 

3. All prescription and non-prescription medications should be secured in the clinic.  

 

4. Your healthcare worker is responsible for distributing all scheduled medication to 

your campers.  

 

5. Your health care worker is also responsible for giving out any non-prescription 

medications to your campers and attending to first aid situations.  

 

6. Your health care worker is responsible to log all of the medication/ care given. 
This log will remain at the camp as a part of our permanent records.  

 
1. All prescription and non-prescription medications (including Tylenol, Advil, aspirin, 

etc.) must be turned in to your health care worker, and secured in the clinic.  

 

2. Your health care worker should either collect the medications before you arrive or 

during check-in.  

 

3. Campers or leaders on scheduled medications should bring an instruction sheet with 

dosages and times for medication.  

 

4. Your health care worker will have access to our clinic area.  

 

5. Your health care worker is responsible for the distribution of your camperôs/ leaderôs 

scheduled medications as well as administering other medications and camper first aid. A 

clinic log is provided for your health care worker to document the distribution of medica-

tion and first aid. This log will remain at the camp as a part of our permanent records.  

 

6. Your health care worker must have a current CPR and FIRST AID certification. Other 

licenses or certifications are preferable (RN, EMT, MD), but not required. Please have 

your healthcare worker attach a copy of their certification/ license to their registration 

form.  

Rules for Go-karts: 

1. Stand behind the gate while waiting in line. 

 

2. Do not stand on the tires while waiting in line.  

 

3. Secure any loose fitting clothing. 

 

4. Secure long hair in shirt/ blouse or pull back with holder.  

 

5. Buckle up your seat belt and tighten securely. 

 

6. Keep your foot off the accelerator while stopped. 

 

7. The brake is on the left and the accelerator is on the right. 

 

8. Keep both hands on the steering wheel at all times. 

 

9. Keep both feet in the go-kart at all times. 

 

10. Do not intentionally bump other cars - these are not bumper cars. 

 

11. Do not drive recklessly - put safety of others first. 

 

12. Come to a complete stop when whistle blows. Stay stopped until the go whistles are 

blown. 

 

13. When the traffic light turns red, take your foot of the gas and come to a stop at the 

checkered line.   

 

14. Do not exit go-karts until instructed to do so. 

 

15. Exit your go-kart to the left. 
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In order to participate in the high elements or zip 

lines campers must: 

 

1. wear a waist harness (pamper pole requires waist 

and chest) 

 

2. have on closed toed shoes, like tennis shoes. 

  

3. be dry. Campers need to change clothes after 

swimming or watersliding in order to do the 

challenge course activities.  

 

4. remove ALL jewelry (watches, rings, earrings, 

bracelets, etc.)  

There is a box at the activities for campers to leave 

their jewelry. 

 

1. In order to ride the go-karts campers must: 

- be at least 8 yrs. old, NO EXCEPTIONS. 

- be dry. Campers coming from the pool or slide will need to change before riding.  

- wear shoes  

 

2. Track policy on reckless driving calls for giving reckless drivers ñstrikesò. Any driver 

receiving 2 ñstrikesò from the track official will be excluded from the go-karts for the 

remainder of the day.  

 

3. The go-karts canôt operate in the rain or if the track is wet. The decision to  

close or reopen the track will be up to the discretion of the go-kart  

supervisor and the director.  

This attraction is not recommended for guest who:  

 

¶ Have back or neck problems 

¶ Are pregnant 

¶ Recent surgeries    

¶ Heart problems 
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All concessions stands and stores will be open during your afternoon and evening 

free times. The Java Junction will be open during meal times. Any special requests 

regarding the concessions/ store areas must be discussed with the Victory Camp of-

fice six weeks prior to arrival.  

 

Any group desiring to sell any merchandise on the Victory Camp grounds must sub-

mit a written list of items to be sold for approval. All lists must be  

submitted three weeks prior to your event.  

 

Concessions Stand (SUMMER SEASON ONLY) 

1. The concessions stand is located in the caboose next to the ropes course. 

2. Concessions prices range from .50Â to $3.00 per item and include:  

sno-cones, cokes, candy, nachos, and other snacks.   

Java Junction (OPERATES YEAR ROUND) 

1. The Java Junction is located in the cafeteria and sells coffee drinks, fruit smoothies, 

candy, sodas, and other snacks.  

2. The Junction will be open during meal times.  

3. The Junction sells items ranging in price from .50Â to $3.00.  

 

 

General Store (SUMMER SEASON ONLY) 

1. Located near the paddleboats.  

2. The General Store sells souvenir items, 

snacks, and assorted personal items (for those 

who forgot their toothbrush!) 

 
 
Big Alôs Pizza Parlor 

1. Located next to the paddleboats.  

Serves fresh made deep dish pizza as well as 

drinks and small snack items.  

2. Big Alôs is open during afternoon and even-

ing free time during the summer season.  

3. During off-season events of 100 campers 

plus, the pizza can be open upon request.  

4. To allow for cooking time, the pizza parlor 

will stop taking orders 25 minutes before cur-

few/ closing time.  
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1. Victory Camp has four dormitories with A/C, heat, restrooms and showers. The 

dorms are named Victory, Conqueror, Champion, and Waymaker (see map for 

locations). 

 

2. The dorms are divided into two halves, with two rooms per half.  

 

3. A dorm can house 100 people.   

 

4. Some spaces in the dorms are required to house the Victory Camp staff, therefore the 

maximum spaces available for campers in the dorms is 348, and maximum lodge 

occupants is 16.  

 

5. Champion D is reserved for the Victory Camp male staff and Waymaker A is 

reserved for the Victory Camp female staff.  These are permanent assignments. If 

your event is not at capacity, we ask that you attempt to leave Waymaker B and 

Champion C empty of campers.  

 

6. A complete dorm layout is included in this manual.  

 

7. You are responsible for assigning campers to their dorms. A copy of your as-

signments should be sent to the camp at least 7 days prior to your arrival. Beds 

may not be moved between the rooms and additional beds cannot be added to 

rooms. Only one camper is allowed per bed and no one is allowed to sleep on the 

floor. Be sure to keep your ratio of boys to girls in mind when  

planning your dorm assignments and registering campers.  

 

8. Dorm assignments will be discussed with your event coordinator prior to your event. 

Dorm usage will be determined by your group size. For example: groups of 200 do not 

need to utilize all 4 dormitories (housing for 348 campers). You will be allotted dorm 

space adequate to  your size group. 

 

 

1. The challenge course activities 

consist of the high course elements 

and the zip lines 

 

2. The challenge course can not 

operate when lightning has been 

spotted in the area or when it is 

raining. Once severe weather has 

passed, the challenge course can not 

reopen until the wood on the elements 

has dried and there is not standing 

water in the climbing area. The  

decisions to close or reopen the  

challenge course activities are left to the discretion of the course supervisor and the 

director.  

 

3. Some elements may not be suitable for all age groups, or may conflict due to their 

proximity to other elements. The course supervisor will determine which elements will 

be available each session. If you have any preferences, please clearly indicate them on 

your schedule.  

 

HIGH ELEMENTS 
3 rock climbing walls  - 2 incline, 1 straight 

       

Pamper pole - climb to the top of  a 30 ft. pole, then jump off to catch a trapeze.

  

       

Dangle duo - Climb to the top of this swinging ladder using only your partner and the 

ever widening rungs.  

       

Screamer - enjoy the drop attached to our special ñswingò. 

       

Incline Log- traverse a log mounted at an incline high above the ground, oh yeahð

thereôs nothing to hold on to! 

  

ZIP LINES 

Quad zip lines provide a great ride off the 40 ft. platform.
